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ABSTRACT

This study aims to explore how sensory experiences constructed through
imagination influence the perception of a specific subject: the smell and taste of Loli's
feet. The study used a multi-faceted approach to analyze sensory associations in this
imagined experience, including questionnaires and qualitative analysis to capture
participants' subjective feelings. The results show that imagination plays a key role in
constructing and enriching sensory experiences and can significantly influence
individuals' subjective evaluations of the smell and taste of loli's feet. The research not
only expands people's knowledge and understanding of loli’s beautiful feet, but also

provides a new perspective for further research on FAVORITE's loli.
